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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Last Sunday, the reading from the Second Book of Kings, was the account of the multiplication 
of the 20 barley loaves offered to the Prophet Elisha, who instructed the man to give it to the large crowd to 
eat, and all were fed from this meager donation, with an abundance left over.  The Gospel of John also re-
counts the gift a boy, with 5 loaves and two fish, gives to Jesus to feed a crowd exceeding 10,000 people, and 
the Apostles gather fragments left over in 12 wicker baskets.   
 
Speaking about Jesus’ multiplication of the loaves and fishes, Pope Francis noted three gestures from the ac-
count that are mirrored by Jesus at the Last Supper, and by the faithful in each Mass; these are “offering, giv-
ing thanks, and sharing”. The Pope reflected, “The Gospel tells us about a boy who has five loaves and two 
fish,” then, the pope noted the boy’s gesture of offering, as well as our own, is an acknowledgment that “we 
have something good to give, and we say our ‘yes,’ even if what we have is too little compared to what is 
needed.” This offering he noted, is lived out in each Mass, as “the priest offers the bread and wine and each 
person offers himself, his own life,” he said. This offering becomes the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist.  
“It is a gesture that may seem small, when we think of the immense needs of humanity,” the pope acknowl-
edged, “... but God makes it the material for the greatest miracle there is: that in which he himself — himself! 
— makes himself present among us for the salvation of the world.” 
 
The Holy Father then noted, our offering is intimately linked to the next gesture, that of gratitude.  The pope 
urged us to use these words when we pray to the Father: “All that I have is your gift, Lord, and to give thanks, 
I can only give you back what you first gave me, together with your Son, Jesus Christ, adding to it what I can.”  
He went on to teach that “each of us can add a little something,” He insisted, “What can I give to the Lord? 
What can the little one give? Our poor love. Saying, ‘Lord, I love you.’ We poor people: Our love is so small! 
But we can give it to the Lord, the Lord welcomes it.” 
 
These gifts then lead to sharing, the pope explained, “In the Mass is communion, when together we approach 
the altar to receive the body and blood of Christ: the fruit of everyone’s gift transformed by the Lord into food 
for all. It is a beautiful moment, that of communion, which teaches us to live every gesture of love as a gift of 
grace, both for the giver and the receiver,” This action of the Mass is facilitated by the Priest who is in the per-
son of Christ, without the Priest there is no Eucharist.   
 
Today, we welcome Fr. Chris Colavito, the Trenton Diocese Vocation Director, who will be preaching about 
vocations to the priesthood at each Mass. Sunday is the also the Feast of the great French Priest, St. John Mary 
Vianney, the patron saint of all priests.  Some of you may remember Fr. Chris who served in the parish when 
he was a seminary student.   
 
If someone has a calling to the priesthood, I invite them to reflect on the Holy Father’s message of “offering, 
giving thanks and sharing”.  When considering a call to the priesthood, a man may think himself inadequate or 
unworthy, or maybe, he does not have the skill set, but as the Holy Father remarked on the miracle of the 
loaves and fishes, “we have something good to give, and we say our ‘yes,’ even if what we have is too little 
compared to what is needed.”  God’s grace will supply, multiply, increase and make abundant.  We need only 
tell Jesus we offer our love, and this will be sufficient for him to feed thousands. 
 
We thank Fr. Chris Colavito for sharing his reflections and the gift of the Priesthood he shares with us.

In the Catholic Church, the anointing of the sick is a sacrament that is administered to a 
Catholic “who, having reached the age of reason, begins to be in danger due to sickness or 
old age”. There is no need to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive the Sacra-
ment. The Sacrament may be received at any time during a person’s illness, especially before 

surgery or treatment. We suggest calling to receive the Sacrament before a person is in grave danger of 
death as it is not always possible to have a priest available at the actual time of death. If you would like to 
schedule the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick for a loved one, please contact the parish office.
