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Dear Parish Family,

This weekend, on Saturday, the Church will celebrate the Solemnity of All Saints and the

Feast of All Souls. % !ﬁ

In the Church’s liturgical life, there are different grades of feasts: Minor Memorials (optional),

Major Memorials (not optional), Solemnities, and Solemnities of Obligation. For example, the Solemnity of the
Nativity of St. John the Baptist is a Solemnity but not one of Obligation, while the Solemnity of the Nativity of
the Lord is a Solemnity of Obligation. Solemnities of Obligation require Catholics to attend Mass—this in-
cludes every single Sunday. Ignoring this obligation can put one in a state of Grave Mortal Sin, which necessi-
tates confession before receiving Holy Communion again.

Now comes the tricky part! Currently, the Code of Canon Law of the Latin Church outlines nine Solemnities of
Obligation. 1t also allows Conferences of Bishops to suppress or transfer these to Sundays. The United States
Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) requested and obtained permission to modify this in the U.S. Some
Solemnities have been suppressed while others have been transferred to the nearest Sunday. For instance, the
Ascension of the Lord and Epiphany are examples of solemnities that have been transferred.

As it stands, there are five Solemnities of Obligation in the United States: - January 1: Mary Mother of God -
August 15: Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary - November 1: All Saints Day - December 8: Immaculate
Conception - December 25: Nativity of the Lord.

Furthermore, the USCCB requested—and Rome granted—that when these Solemnities fall on a Saturday or a
Monday, they are not considered Solemnities of Obligation, with the exception of December 8 (Immaculate
Conception), as it is the Patron Feast of the United States, and December 25 (Nativity of the Lord), which re-
main Solemnities of Obligation regardless of the day on which they fall.

This year, the Solemnity of All Saints, which is usually a day of Obligation, falls on a Saturday. Therefore, atten-
dance at Mass is not required. However, we will offer Mass on Saturday at 9 AM for those who wish to cele-
brate All Saints.

All Souls Day falls on a Sunday this year, and when it does, it supersedes the regular Sunday readings and
prayers. All weekend Masses on this day will use the readings and prayers for All Souls. Usually, when All Souls
is observed on a weekday, we read the names of those whose funerals took place over the course of the year.
However, this practice would be too lengthy during weekend Masses. This year, we will print the names on a
large board, which will be placed near the Ambo in the Sanctuary, accompanied by the Paschal Candle and a
floral arrangement. After All Souls, the board will be placed near the Church entrance for the entire month of
November.

Please note that this board should not be confused with the Book of Remembrance, where you can write the
names of any deceased individuals. This book, along with collection envelopes from All Souls Day, will be
placed on the altar of the lcon of Our Lady of Tenderness.
