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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Welcome to the Holy Penitential Season of Lent. Lent officially begins on the First 
Sunday of Lent. If you want to count the 40 days, start with this Sunday and 
continue until Holy Thursday, which marks the start of the Easter Triduum. Re-
member to skip the Sundays, as they are not penitential days. 
 
The history of Lent in the primitive church was short: it was 40 hours prior to Easter, then in-
creased to a few days prior to Easter, and by the 4th Century came to be the 40-day period we 
now call Lent.  It has consistently been a period of preparation to enter into the Easter Myster-
ies of Christ’s death, burial, and Resurrection. 
 
One of the main prayer traditions during Lent has been the Stations of the Cross. This devo-
tion began in Jerusalem, where pilgrims would walk the Via Dolorosa, or the Way of Sorrow, 
starting near the Lion’s Gate (now in the Muslim Quarter, near the Fortress Antonia) and end-
ing at the Church of the Holy Sepulchre in the Christian Quarter. After the Romans destroyed 
Jerusalem and rebuilt it in the first century, the city was divided into four quarters: Christian, 
Jewish, Muslim, and Armenian. Pilgrims were deeply moved by this practice and brought it 
back to their own parishes. Churches started placing 14 crosses, and later 14 images, around 
their buildings so parishioners could join in the Via Dolorosa spiritually and symbolically. To-
day, you do not have to be in a church to pray the Stations. There are printed pamphlets and 
digital images to help you “walk” the Stations, and some parishes and retreat houses have out-
door Stations as well. 
 
The central aim of Lent is to change our hearts so we can live out our faith through good 
works. Many people wonder how they can make a difference in the world. While changing the 
whole world may be too much for one person, we can start by changing ourselves. By our 
words and actions, we can help others change too. In Mark’s Gospel, chapter 5, Jesus heals a 
man possessed by demons. After Jesus sends the demons into a herd of pigs, the frightened vil-
lagers ask him to leave. Before going, Jesus tells the healed man to share what God has done 
for him. This man is so effective that, in chapter 6, when Jesus returns, crowds come to see 
him and many are healed, even by touching his garment. The man did what Jesus asked and 
spread the good news. Because of his witness, the people who once rejected Jesus now welcome 
him with open arms. His encounter with Jesus changed him, and through his testimony, he 
helped change others. 
 
As we begin this journey of Lent together, may we be changed by the heart of Jesus and find 
the courage to share the good things God has done for us.
