Dear Parish Family,

Last Sunday, we ended the Easter Season with the Solemnity of Pentecost, the Birthday of
the Church. Ordinary Time, marked by the color green, began on Monday. In 2017, Pope

W Francis introduced the Feast of Mary, Mother of the Church, to our calendar. We now

celebrate it every year on the Monday after Pentecost.

The two weekends following Pentecost are solemnities in Ordinary Time: Trinity Sunday and the Holy Body
and Blood of Christ. This weekend is Trinity Sunday, and next weekend we celebrate the Holy Body and Blood
of Christ. Last weekend was also Memorial Day which also marks the kick off the summer season. The outside
of our Church is decorated with patriotic themes, America 250, and Sacred Heart displays from Memorial Day
through July.

In June, the Catholic Church in the USA celebrates the country’s 250" Anniversary. The US Bishops invite us
to honor this milestone by renewing our commitment to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. On June 3™, we will pray
the Novena to the Sacred Heart of Jesus communally at the 8:30am daily Mass leading up to the National Con-
secration of the United States to the Sacred Heart of Jesus on Friday, June 12th. You are welcome to join us in
person, watch via livestream, or pray the Novena daily at home as a family. A convenient printable version can
be found at the Pope’s Prayer Network: https://popesprayerusa.net/wp-content/uploads/2026/03/Novena-Litany-
to-the-Sacred-Heart-of-Jesus.pdf.

The Pope’s Prayer Network offers this beautiful reflection on the Sacred Heart; “Jesus gave us the image of his
Sacred Heart as a dramatic reminder of his love. The image helps us pray. The Heart of God took on flesh in
the human Heart of Jesus. Images often depict his Heart, symbol of the most intimate center of who he is, out-
side of his body, vulnerable and offered to us in love. We consider the wound, where a soldier’s spear pierced
Jesus, and we marvel at the depth of suffering Jesus accepted on our behalf. We see the thorns and cross, and
we feel close to our God who knows what it is like to be ridiculed and abused. We see the flames, and we re-
joice that God's passionate love can never be extinguished. We trust in the sure hope of his Resurrection. Even
death cannot separate us from the love of God. Draw close to the Heart of Jesus. Like the Beloved Disciple did
at the Last Supper, rest your head against the Lord’s chest and let him love you.”

Congratulations to our four OCIA teens and our eight OCIA adults, who received the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion and First Holy Communion at the 5pm Mass on Pentecost. Thank you to Jen Petrillo, our Parish Catechet-
ical Leader; Deacon Candidate Graham Mulholland and Jennifer Simmons who teach OCIA for teens; and Fr. R
and Yvette Rego, who teach OCIA for adults.
